CONSTRUCTION AND TRAFFIC IMPACTS 

 

Construction will take place during both daytime and 
night time hours. Lane closures will generally take place 
during off peak hours to minimize traffic congestion and 
delays for most drivers.  
 

Efforts will be made to limit traffic and noise disruptions, 
but lane closures, ramp closures and detours will be     
necessary to accomplish the improvements.  
 

Closures will be announced in advance in the Florida’s 
Turnpike weekly traffic advisory.
